
 

Kuwait hosts int'l surgery conference -- Dr. Ramadan

KUWAIT, (KUNA) -- Head of the organizing committee for the First International Conference for Surgery, Dr. 
Abbas Ramadan, said Sunday that the conference coincides with the keenness of Kuwaiti surgeons to keep up 
with international health developments.
